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WALTER CRONKITE, KB2GSD - SK

Editor's note — Walter Cronkite has be in the navggeat deal since his death. | added this
article because many of you may not have realiaatiWalter was an Amateur Radio
operator. There are things in this piece regartiisgHam Radio experiences that you may
not have heard about in the news media.

Legendary CBS newsman Walter Cronkite, KB2GSD, Wéldl the title of
"Most Trusted Man in America,” passed away Fridajy 17 after a

long illness. He was 92. The avuncular Cronkitehaned the CBS
Evening News for 19 years until 1981 when he rdtiE2uring that

time, he reported on such subjects as the Kenreshsainations,

the Civil Rights movement, the Apollo XI lunar land, Vietnam and

the Vietnam-era protests, the Arab-Israeli Six Dégr, Watergate

and the Begin-Sadat peace accords.

Cronkite, an ARRL member, narrated the 6 minuteeidAmateur Radio
Today" fttp://www.arrl.org/ARToday. Produced by the ARRL in 2003,
the video tells Amateur Radio's public serviceystornon-hams,
focusing on ham radio's part in helping variousnages respond to
wildfires in the Western US during 2002, ham radigpace and the

role Amateur Radio plays in emergency communicatiéDozens of
radio amateurs helped the police and fire departisreamd other
emergency services maintain communications in Newk,YPennsylvania
and Washington, DC," narrator Cronkite intonecdefierence to ham
radio's response on September 11, 2001.

Walter Leland Cronkite was born in St Joseph, Misson November
4, 1916, the only child of a dentist father and bomaker mother.
When he was still young, his family moved to Tex&ne day, he
read an article in "Boys Life" about the adveesunf reporters
working around the world -- and young Cronkite wasked," said
his obituary on the CBS Web site. "He began warkin his high
school newspaper and yearbook and in 1933, heeghtiee University
of Texas at Austin to study political science, emoits and
journalism.

Propagation over the month of July has been interesting. During the first half of
the month, 20 meters and forty meters was really jumping during the evenings
with plenty of western and central European hams appearing in the late afternoon
and until around 0600 UTC. (Many Russian hams) There were also some middle-
eastern hams and VK, ZL, and JA hams crossing the Pacific.
