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GOT CC&R PROBLEMS? HERE IS MY SOLUTION

If you live in an area controlled by CC&R’s, thawmuw have a big problem putting up
antennas. | also have this problem and remedibg ihstalling a “hidden antenna in plain
sight”!! As you can see in these pictures, | daven have the luxury of tall trees to hide
antennas in.

What you see here is a Force 12 Flag Pole antédinisa20 feet tall (I added a 4 foot section
to the original antenna) and is fed at the bask am SGC 239 remote antenna tuner. There
are 4 radials under the crushed rock held dowrehy dtakes. There is also a 4 foot ground
rod and a lightning arrester in series betweeratitenna...... er.....flag pole and the remote
coupler. To my surprise, this system gets out ssingly well. The coupler loads it up on all
bands 6 thru 40 meters. | have worked all overcthentry including dx stations through out
the world. | really have been pleasantly surprised!

The top
cover has a rubber seal, which keeps water oubtA#r holes are sealed with waterproof
caulking. | had to run the coax (RG 214) aroundahtire house, a distance of about 120
feet. Having the automatic antenna tuner at the bathe antenna really makes a difference
in getting out. | have tried using the antenna tumemy Kenwood TS-570S. It does work,
but | see a noticeable difference with the tunghatbase, which really is the proper way to
do it.

If you want to hide your antenna “in plain sightijs is the way to go. If you are concerned
about neighbors seeing the wiring at the bass,ahieasy matter to hide the base with a
decorative pot or other garden item.

FROM THE ARRL NOVENBER 5 NEWSLETTER

Now You KnowHiram Percy Maxim and the W1AW Station

More than 1000 visitors come to see ARRL and opedt AW each year. Each visitor has a
chance to tour ARRL HQ and meet and talk with stafid see all that the League does to
promote the Amateur Radio Service. When they go tv&/1AW, some guests want to
know if the station was once the home of Hiram P&faxim, cofounder and first President
of the ARRL.

In February 1936, when Maxim died of pneumonia isnway back from
visiting Lick Observatoryon Mt Hamilton in San Jose, California, the

ARRL HQ station -- WIMK -- was located Brainard Fieldn Hartford.
In March 1936, the Connecticut River flooded arellthilding where the
station was housed was destroyed by the flood wiaiére League's Board of
Directors decided that a new station be built @moae suitable site in
memory of Maxim. In December 1936, the FCC -- ia filnst action of its
kind -- assigned the call W1AW to ARRL in memoriahine ARRL
purchased a 7 acre site in Newington, about 5 redeshwest of Brainard
Field. From the flood until September 1938, W1Mkeoyed from ARRL
Headquarters, then on LaSalle Road in West HartfordSeptember 2, 1938
-- what would have been Maxim's 69th birthday --AMi, the Hiram Percy
Maxim Memorial Station, was dedicated, with theepeony broadcast across
the country by CBS Radio. So, no, the building veh&1AW is located was
never home to Hiram Percy Maxim; in fact, he nesaaw it. But even so, we
know that his spirit lives on every time we sit doat a radio.
